Effective Teaching Approach / Adjustment

-Model efficient strategies in a supportive environment

-Teach & display cognitive strategies (over & over)

- Encourage reflection & talk about learning processes

Difficulty recalling
knowledge

- Explicit, repeated review & practice

-Make strong connections with prior knowledge,
current topics & student interests

-Use mnemonics and other memory aids

Limitations in
working memory

-Teach cognitive strategies / procedures (repeatedly)
-Use advanced organisers (preview and pre -teach)
- Chunking content and tasks into achieveable steps

- Provide scaffolds & proformas
