It will include 
concise (brief and to the point) information on: the 
scientist/s responsible; a description of the scientific 
discovery or development; positive effects (ie; what good 
has come from the discovery); negative effects; pictures 
relating to the scientific achievement.  The report must also 
include a bibliography (a list of references ðwebsite names 
& addresses, book titles & authors & publishers ðthat you 
used to obtain information.ó



High School Project Examples

òA Catholic family is moving to the local area.  They have two 
children, a daughter aged 15 and a son aged 13.  The family needs 
to be informed about the local Church community, the parish, and 
the local Catholic high school.  You are to create a booklet, of no 
more than 2 A4 pages which advertises and informs potential 
members about the local parish and the Catholic high school.  In 
order to successfully complete this task you should design your 
booklet using the following headings for:  The Parish ðParish 
Priest; Provide a brief history of the parish; List the liturgical 
activities of the Parish; List the activities and services carried out 
in the Parish.  The School ðInclude a copy of the school crest and 
motto; Outline elements of the schoolõs Mission Statement; List 
opportunities within the school; Outline special events.  The 
creation of this booklet is entirely up to you.  You are to decide on 
the layout, presentation, special information and graphics that may 
assist you in putting this task together.  Be as creative as you like.ó
